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It is with pleasure that we present the final report of the
International Conference for Crime Prevention Partnerships to
Build Community Safety, Urban Safety – Safety for All held in
Johannesburg, South Africa, 26-30 October 1998. The
conference brought together practitioners with wide-ranging
experience for discussions on topics with as much importance
in South Africa as in other countries of the world. 

The conference was a great success, including participants
from Africa, the Americas, Australia, Europe and New Zealand
to discuss common problems and solutions to the issues facing
crime prevention practitioners. The conference was designed to
focus on the practical steps necessary to undertake successful
crime reduction, regardless of whether it occurs in a city in the
United States of America or Senegal. The level of commonality
of experience across regions in preventing and reducing crime
was remarkable.

We also hope that those who did not attend the
conference but are involved in crime prevention will find the
report a useful addition to the emerging literature on crime
prevention.
